By this time, she was living
in Talladega, AL and joined Jacobs Chapel CME Church and was a dedicated
member of the Usher Board for many years. With more than 50 years in the
hair business, Mamie retired to her front porch, walking to and from town,
gardening, and just enjoying her family, friends, and neighbors.

declining health, she moved to Greenville, SC in 2018 to be with her son
Joseph and daughter-in-law Mary Ann. On December 21, 2020, Mamie
moved to her eternal home.
