Along the path of Mr. Radney's life journey, he met and married his soulmate,
the former Ms. Bettie Lawler, and this union was blessed with two sons , Greg
and Reginald. Mr. Radney loved his family and worked hard to provide them

Caring for others was
a passion for him. Mr. Radney served as hospice before there was hospice.
He was a very kind- and soft-hearted person always willing to lend a helping
hand. When he wasn't busy working in the community, he would be spending
time on the banks fishing or watching a little sports, including the A&M

On Saturday, February 4, 2023, Mr. Radney peacefully transitioned from this
87-year earthly journey to eternal rest while in the comfort of his home
surrounded by loved ones. Preceding him in death were his beloved wife,
Bettie Lawler Radney, parents, Alfred and Maude Radney, and sister, Iola
Radney Poston.
